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Broward Center Teen Ambassador Program 
The Broward Center for the Performing Arts, located in the heart of the Arts & Entertainment District in Downtown Fort Lauderdale, is seeking high school students with an interest in the performing arts for the Broward Center Teen Ambassador Program.  Up to twenty-four students will be accepted into this program and will contribute to establishing a vital informational link to their peers and the community regarding the performing arts both locally and nationally. 
All applicants for the Broward Center Teen Ambassador program must meet the following criteria:
1) Must be a high school student in Broward, Palm Beach or Dade County as of August 2020.
2) Must be able to attend one meeting per month at the Broward Center (or via Zoom as necessary) from October 2020 – May 30, 2021.
3) Must have a B average (unweighted).
4) Must have access to a computer and have at least one social media account (Facebook, Twitter, Tumblr, Instagram, etc) in order to promote and review performances. 
5) Must be willing and able to attend one meeting per month, one performance per month and submit one written or video review per month. 
6) Must have a working personal email account and the ability to send/receive text messages for communication with the program administrators and mentors.  
All applicants for the Broward Center Teen Ambassador Program:
1) Must complete the Broward Center Teen Ambassador Program application.  A parent or legal guardian must sign for any student under the age of 18.
2) Must submit a letter of recommendation from a person who is not a parent or legal guardian of the applicant (e.g., teacher, school counselor, principal, etc.).
3) Must submit a copy of your 2019-2020 school year report card.
Benefits of being a Broward Center Teen Ambassador include:
· Attending various shows and creating a portfolio of written reviews for immediate posting, “tweeting” and status updating on social media and the Teen Ambassador website
· Exposure to the behind-the-scenes operations at an arts organization that is consistently ranked among the top 10 venues in the country.  
· Guest speakers, master classes, backstage tours, meet and greets with professionals in various career tracks connected to the arts. 
· Opportunity to earn at least 10 community service hours each month
· A Broward Center Teen Ambassador I.D. Badge.

All applications must be completed online by August 28, 2020 at 5:00 pm and submitted by email.  Mailed or in-person applications will not be accepted. Applications submitted by a parent or guardian on behalf of the applicant will not be considered. 
Applicants will be notified of acceptance into the program by September 25, 2020 and will be expected to attend two activities each month beginning with the mandatory orientation meeting on Monday, October 12, 2020 at 6 p.m. This meeting will take place either at the Broward Center for the Performing Arts or via ZOOM if gatherings are not permitted per COVID recommendations.
