Must be available for all camp dates (4 or 8 weeks) and the 1 day training session (date
is TBD)

Some of the following positions are volunteer and some are paid with a small stipend. This
decision will be made based on the experience on your resume. Please indicate on your
application if you are not willing to accept a volunteer position.

Teacher’s Assistant

Supervision and help during arrival, dismissal and lunch.

Help execute the teacher’s curriculum.

Help execute the teacher’s show blacking, choreography and music

Manage campers during restroom breaks and tours.

Set up, direct and supervise during arts and crafts.

Music Director/Teacher

Possess ability to read sheet music and play the piano.

Possess ability to teach basic singing techniques, harmonies and rhythms.

Assist with pulling, building, buying, painting set pieces and props.
